Take an active role in your health

At Bellevue, we believe in partnering with our patients to reach better health care
outcomes through providing our patient and their family members with several
opportunities to be active participants in their care. Studies show that when patients
are more engaged in their care, they are more likely to make informed decisions,
to comply with treatment options and to achieve needed outcomes.

1- Being Involved in Your Care Plan: “Nothing about me, without me.”

Your care plan outlines the steps your healthcare team will take to address the
health concerns that led to your hospital stay. It is developed based on
assessments by your care team, which may include doctors, nurses, and other
healthcare professionals such as dietitians, physiotherapists, respiratory
therapists, etc. depending on your needs.

We believe that your voice matters. That’s why we practice shared decision
making, where you and your healthcare team work together to make decisions
about your care. This means we will:

- Share with you clear and complete information about your condition and
treatment options

- Ask about your goals, values, and preferences
Example of a goal you might have: | want to learn how to give myself insulin.

- Assess social determinants of health, the non-medical factors that influence
health outcomes such as the conditions in which you were born, grew up,
worked, lived, etc.

- Support you in weighing the benefits and risks of your treatment options

- Make decisions collaboratively, so your care plan truly reflects what matters
most to you.

What's your role?

Be an active partner in your care. Ask questions, express your preferences, and
let us know what’s important to you. Your involvement helps us deliver care that’s
not only safe and effective, but meaningful and aligned with your needs,
preferences, and values.

2- Bed-side shift report

Nurse to nurse handover at Bellevue occurs in your room, at your bedside
to enable you to take an active role in your care.

When does it happen?

Bedside shift reports happen twice daily between 7:00 and 7:30 a.m. and
again between 7:00 and 7:30 p.m. Each report usually takes about 5
minutes.

What happens?

During the bedside shift report, the nurse ending the shift and the nurse

beginning their shift will:

* Introduce themselves to you and anyone with you.

* Invite you to take part in the handover and ask who else you would
like to be involve(f

* Talk with you about your health and check the medications you are
taking.The nurses Win look at your IVs, wounds, and dressings. They
will also follow up on any tests that were done or lab work ’rﬂo’r was
ordered.

* Ask for your feedback on how the previous shift went and what your
goals are for the next shift. For example, your goal might be to walk
OFOLfI’]d or get more rest. Your nurse will work with you to support that

oal.

* Encourage you to ask questions and express any concerns.

* Update the information on the communication board in your room.

3- Care Partner Program

At Bellevue we strongly encourage the active involvement of family and friends in
your care through our Care Partner Program. This initiative provides an
opportunity for those close to you to participate in your health education and offer
support physically, psychologically, spiritually, and emotionally throughout your
hospital stay and during the transition to care at home after discharge.

What can a care partner be involved in?
Depending on your preferences and needs, your care partner may:

Help with your medications

Change your dressing

Assist you with meals

Participate in the bedside shift report and care planning

Ask questions and communicate with the healthcare team

Be involved in discharge planning

And many other care activities according to your preference and approval

How does the program work?

Upon admission, your nurse will infroduce the care partner program and list of
activities. You have the right to choose a family member or friend to serve as a
care partner.

You can choose the activities that your care partner may participate in.

The nurses will ensure that your care partner is well oriented to the program
and receives sufficient education to perform their role.

The nurses will verify that the care partner can continue with the activities after
your discharge (such as wound care and change of dressings, etc.). If they are
unable to do so, you may be advised to select another care partner who can
provide support after discharge.

4- Access to your health information

To support your involvement in the care, we share any information pertinent to your
case and care with you at all times. We have implemented several processes to
keep you updated and give you the opportunity to ask questions, address
concerns, and be involved such as:

* Daily healthcare team rounds

* Hourly rounds done by nurses all throughout the day until 10 pm
* Bedside shift report

* Care planning

*  Communication boards

* And many others

Real-Time access to your health information

During your hospital stay, you may request to review your medical file. When you
do, a member of the healthcare team will accompany you to help explain medical
terms and answer any questions you may have.

You may also contribute directly to your medical record by using the “Patient and
Care Partner Comment Form.” The healthcare team will review your comments
and respond to any care-related questions you include.

Access to electronic medical information

You can also access your results (such as lab and radiology) online. You will be
provided with a username and password. If you encounter any difficulties accessing
your results, our team is available to assist you.

Requesting a copy of your file
You may request a copy of your file from the Medical
Records department upon discharge.

5- Discharge planning

This process begins at the time of admission and is led by a multidisciplinary team.
The goal is to help you prepare for a safe and smooth transition, whether to your
home or to another care setting.

It includes:

- Identifying the resources you may need after discharge, such as medical
equipment, medications, or home care support.

- Coordinating with other healthcare facilities if your care will continue
elsewhere.

The healthcare team will provide you with the education and information you need,
tailored to your level of health literacy, i.e. how easily you can understand and use
health information to make decisions about your care.

We will also consider your preferred way of learning (such as through verbal
explanation, written materials, or demonstration) and your preferred language.

To make sure the information is clear and well understood, we use the "teach-back"
method. This means that after we explain something, we may ask you to repeat it
in your own words or demonstrate what you've learned. This helps us confirm that
the information was communicated effectively and allows us to clarify anything if
needed.

Before discharge, the team will assess your confidence and readiness to manage
your care at home or to transition smoothly to the next level of care.

6- Transition of care: what you should know and what to expect

A transition of care means you are moving from one healthcare setting to another,
for example, from hospital to home, to a rehabilitation center, or to another
hospital. Here's what you need to know to feel confident, informed, and safe.

What should you know?

- Your diagnosis and condition: Make sure you understand what you were
treated for and your current health status.

- Your Care Plan: Know your recovery goals, treatment steps, and how long you
may need support. Be informed about the services you will need after
discharge. If you are being transferred to another organization, ask about the
reason for the transfer and what to expect from the new facility.

- Next Steps: Understand your medications, upcoming appointments, home
care needs, and follow-up instructions.

- Always speak up if you have any questions or concerns.

What to expect?

- Written Instructions: You should receive a clear summary of your care plan,
including:
= Alist of your medications and how to take them
=  Symptoms or warning signs to watch for
= Who to contact if you have questions
= Emergency contact instructions

- Support Coordination: Your healthcare team will coordinate with the next
organization or service to ensure a safe and smooth transition, if you will be
transferred to another center.

Advance Care Planning

Advance Care Planning helps you think about and share your values, wishes, and
preferences for future healthcare. It ensures that, if you cannot speak for yourself,
those who care for you will know what matters most to you. Advance care
planning is voluntary and can be done at any stage of life.

Why is it important?

* Ensures that your healthcare choices and values are respected.
* Helps your family and care team make decisions that align with your wishes.
* Reduces stress and uncertainty for your loved ones during difficult times.

How to create your plan?

* Reflect on what gives your life meaning and what quality of life means to you.
* Discuss your values and preferences with your family and healthcare team,
such as what kind of care or treatment you would or wouldn’t want, what brings
you comfort, peace, and dignity, etc.

* Decide who will speak for you if you cannot (known as healthcare
spokesperson).

* Document your wishes clearly and set your Advance Care Plan.

* Review your plan regularly and update it as needed.

Infections can slow down your recovery and lead to complications.

2- Preventing falls and harm from falls

A patient fall is defined as an unplanned descent to the floor with or without
injury. A fall may result in fractures, cuts, or internal bleeding, leading to
additional treatment and longer length of stay. Injuries from a fall can affect your
health for the rest of your life.

Upon admission, the healthcare team will assess if you are at risk of fall. If yes,
you will be asked to wear a green bracelet.

We want to make sure you feel safe and comfortable during your recovery. Some

tips to prevent falls in hospital include:

* Always use your call button to ask for help getting out of bed. It’s for your
safety. You may be weaker than you realize.

* Do not feel embarrassed asking for help going to the toilet. You will need
extra help until you get stronger.

*  You can ask the staff to help you get positioned safely in bed.

* Pay attention to what your doctors or nurses tell you about your risk of falling.

* Tell your doctor or nurse if your medicine makes you sleepy, light-headed,
dizzy, sluggish, unbalanced or confused.

* Don't attempt to walk or stand without assistance, especially after surgery.

* Use mobility aids (like a walker or cane) as per doctor instructions. Our units
are equipped with grab bars for safe mobility.

*  Wear non-slip socks or footwear.

* Lower the height of the bed and the side rails.

Your safety is important to us. By working together, we can ensure you recover
safely without the risk of falls. Don't hesitate to ask for help whenever you need it.
We're here to support you.

Care partner instructions

As you accompany your patient in all their health care journey, pay special
attention for the instructions of the healthcare team. In case of fall:

- Do not move your loved one.

- Call for help .

- Discuss with the healthcare team the care plan in order to prevent future fall.

3- Preventing Medication Mistakes

Taking the wrong medication or the wrong dose can cause serious harm. That's
why it’s important for you and your care partner to be actively involved in
understanding and managing your medications. You are key partners in ensuring
safe medication practices.

Here is what you can do:

- Bring a list of all the medications you are currently taking at home, including
how often you take each one, and share it with the healthcare team.

- Inform the healthcare team of any allergy or bad experiences with
medications.

- Before receiving any medication, make sure you know:
*  What is this medication for?
* Any side effects

- Speak up immediately if you sense that a mistake is being made
- Before you leave the hospital, make sure you:
* Receive an updated medication list.
» Understand how and when to take each medication at home.
» Understand side effects or specific instructions related to the medication.
